His health began to rap-
idly deteriorate when well 
intentioned but overbear-
ing regulations were set 
in place. Reports of a six 
year old boy charged with 
sexual harassment for 
kissing a classmate; 
teens suspended from 
school for using mouth-
wash after lunch; and a 
teacher fired for repri-
manding an unruly stu-
dent, only worsened his 
condition.  

It declined even further 
when schools were re-
quired to get parental 
consent to administer 
aspirin to a student; but, 
could not inform the par-
ents when a student be-
came pregnant and 
wanted to have an abor-
tion.  

Finally, Common Sense 
lost the will to live as the 
Ten Commandments be-
c a m e  c o n t r a b a n d ; 
churches became busi-
nesses; and criminals 
received better treatment 
than their victims. Com-
mon Sense finally gave 
up the ghost after a 
woman failed to realize 
that a steaming cup of 
coffee was hot, she 
spilled a bit in her lap, 
and was awarded a huge 
settlement. Common 
Sense was preceded in 
death by his parents, 
Truth and Trust; his wife, 
Discretion; his daughter, 
Responsibility; and his 
son, Reason.

Do you know where the word 
ñnitpickingò comes from? Pardon my 
explanation, but the term ñnitsò refers to 
lice eggs and baby lice. When a child 
has lice, each nit must be removed by 
hand. Since the nits are so tiny and 
hard to fine, this is generally a very 
slow and tedious process. The only way 
to insure that they are completely gone 
is to spend a great deal of time comb-
ing through the hair, individually finding 
and picking out all of the eggs and baby 
lice. If you miss any, then the problem 

will just keep coming back. 

The term ñnitpickingò refers to someone 
who criticizes every little thing-
oftentimes unjustly. Unfortunately, this 
is the way some people are-even in the 
church. They are constantly looking for 

ways to criticize other people. The fact 
is, some people can never be pleased. 
They will find fault with just about every-
one and everything in the church. They 
criticize: the length of the sermon, how 
boring the preacher is, how terrible the 
person in front of them sings, the song 
leaderôs selection of songs, how some-
one raises their kids, etc. Just like a 
parent examining each hair on a childôs 
head for nits, they go through the 

church intent on finding fault. 

In 3rd John  10, John describes Diotro-
phes with these word: ñTherefore, if I 
come, I will call to mind his deeds which 
he does, prating against us with mali-
cious words. And not content with that, 
he himself does not receive the breth-
ren, and forbids those who wish to, 

putting them out of the church.ò Diotro-
phes was guilt of many things-including 
the sin of constantly finding fault with 
everyone around him. He was con-
stantly griping and lashing out at every-
one. It would seem that the only way to 
avoid his wrath was to always do things 
his way. Anyone who failed to do that 

was cast out of the congregation.  

We would do well to remember the 
words of Jesus in the Sermon on the 
Mount. ñAnd why do you look at the 
speck in your brotherôs eye, but do not 
consider the plank in your own 
eye?ò (Matthew 7:3). Let us each look 
to our own faults before seeking to pass 
harsh and unnecessary judgments on 

others.
